
 

Hot Springs Parks and Trails Hanging Basket Recipe  

List of materials needed: 

1 ½ cubic ft. potting soil 

- Metro mix 250 or any soilless, light weight, sterile media mix. 

1 cup Osmocote 14-14-14 

- This is a temperature dependent, slow release, granular fertilizer 

1 cup Bone Meal 

1 Tbs. water crystals 

1 cubic ft. long fiber sphagnum moss 

1 30 gal. trash bag 

40 Floribunda Petunia Plugs, Rose Madness, etc. 

Shredded pine bark mulch 

 

Steps for preparing baskets: 

1.  Line the inside of a 26ó wire basket with sphagnum moss 

2.  Place one trash bag liner on top, punch holes for drainage, then fill the                          

      basket with potting soil up to 1ó of the   top of the basket.  

3.  Mix bone meal and Osmocote into soil in basket . 

4.  Plant the sides first; punch a hole in the liner approximately 2ó from top of                                                                                                                        

basket.  Spread out the hole and place roots through it into soil.  

      Plant the top last. 

 

Note: We transport the baskets requiring the bottom sections to be left empty.  

If you would like a fast, full effect, the sides and bottom may also be planted. 

5.  Place pine bark mulch on about 1ó thick. 

6.  Needs full to partial sun 

7.  Drench with Peters 20-20-20 or Miracle Grow once a week in the summer. 

8.  Keep basket well watered all season.
